The winner of the Crown at Urdd Gobaith Cymru's National Eisteddfod at Cardiff Bay 
today is Lleucu Fflur Hughes, from Llŷn, Eryri. 
 
Lleucu, 22 years old, was born in Pencaenewydd, Eifionydd. She was educated at 
Ysgol Gynradd Llangybi, Ysgol Uwchradd Glan y Môr and Coleg Meirion Dwyfor, 
Pwllheli. 
 
She graduated from Bangor University with a first class honours degree in Welsh 
before completing an MA in creative writing there last year. Since January, Lleucu 
has been working as a reporter for Y Cymro newspaper in Porthmadog.  
 
She has received some success with the Urdd over the years, in particular writing 
short stories and poems, but this is the first time she has competed for one of the 
main competitions.  
 
Lleucu considers winning the Crown at the National Urdd Eisteddfod in Cardiff Bay to 
be a great honour. She would like to thank her teachers for giving her the best 
possible start in education: 
 
‘‘From the beginning, I was taught by excellent teachers. I would like to thank Mrs 
Elin Owen, Llangybi Head teacher and Miss Bethan Williams and Mrs Delyth 
Roberts, my Welsh teachers at Glan y Môr and Coleg Meirion Dwyfor for their 
support. I would also like to thank Gerwyn Williams from Bangor University for 
encouraging me to compete.’’ 
 
In her spare time, Lleucu likes to listen to music, play instruments, socialise as well 
as spend time with her family and friends. 
 
Arwel ‘Rocet’ Jones and Annes Glynn were the adjudicators: 

 
‘‘This is a gripping and lively story which caught our attention from the start. We have 
here a confident and extremely mature author who has a special talent for creating 
perfect dialogues.’’  

Llŷr Gwyn Lewis, Aelwyd y Waun Ddyfal comes second and Elis Meredydd Gomer, 
Individual Member from outside Wales receives third prize. 

The replica of the crown this year is given by Gwyn Daniel Memorial Fund and the 
ceremony was sponsored by HSBC.

‘Rock on’ Conwy 08

A week long national festival will come to Gloddaeth Isaf Farm, Penrhyn Bay, near 

Llandudno from the 26 to the 31 of May 2008.  Urdd Gobaith Cymru, the largest youth 

movement in Europe, will bring its National Eisteddfod to Conwy County next year, and in 

the run up to this huge event, a hive of activity is building across the county as children, 

teenagers, youngsters, adults and elderly people join in the fun to raise funds to host this 

unique national event.   

 

One enthusiastic teacher, Derfel Thomas, 29, from Mochdre, Colwyn Bay has been 

extremely busy in recent months.  Married, father of one, Derfel has, during the last 

twelve months, been working hard with Welsh bands to prepare a one-off, exclusive 

album for Conwy County’s Urdd National Eisteddfod. 

 

“I myself have a great interest in Welsh bands,” explains Derfel, who teaches primary 

school children at Ysgol Tudno, Llandudno. “The original idea to prepare a special CD for 

the Conwy County Eisteddfod, came from the Local Youth Committee over a year ago.” 

 

“The main purpose was to raise the profile of the Eisteddfod, make people aware that 

Conwy was hosting next year’s Urdd Eisteddfod and to give young bands across Wales 

the opportunity to work in a professional recording studio.  Gwynfryn Cymunedol 

(recording label) has been fantastic, and youngsters like Catrin Haf from Llanfairfechan, 

Yr Annioddefol from Llanrwst and Labrinth from the Vale of Clwyd are only some of the 

names, that have been given the opportunity to join us in putting together this CD. 

 

Three major tracks from the collection include an exclusive recording of Brigyn’s 

Subbuteo, only available on the CD ‘ROCON8’, the title cleverly taken from the word rock 

and Conwy 08.  

 

“We’ve have had great coverage on BBC Radio Cymru recently with the CD, and everyone’s 

asking where they can get hold of Brigyn’s Subbuteo!  It’s fantastic that the Brigyn lads 

agreed to record exclusively for us!” explains Derfel. 

 

The other major track on the CD includes Derfel’s very own take on the legendary track 

written and recorded by Llanrwst’s very own Y Cyrff, Cymru Lloegr a Llanrwst, back in 

1989.   

 

Mark Roberts from Y Cyrff said: “It’s been great to be able to offer something back to 

our home county Conwy, and to our dearest town Llanrwst!  We all hope the CD does well 

for the Urdd!” 

 

Joining Derfel as backing vocals on the track are members of the Urdd Youth Committee, 

Lowri Wyn Pierce, Katie Catheral, Eleri Fflur Roberts, Hannah Elin Rowlands and Sara Eleri 

Wyn Williams, plus popular Welsh artist Alistair James from Llanfarifechan. 

 

Alistair James has also recorded an exclusive track for the CD, called Dim ond Chdi 

(transl. Only You). 

 

Aled Siôn, Urdd Gobaith Cymru’s Eisteddfod and Arts Director said: "A heartfelt thanks 

goes to everyone associated with producing this successful CD.  We appreciate the 

contribution made by all the local volunteers, who are working tirelessly towards Conwy 

County’s Urdd Eisteddfod.  We are looking forward to a fantastic week at the end of
