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LLEDRITH LLEW CASTS A SPELL

Dwynwen Lloyd Evans, Head of Theatr Felinfach is producing this year’s primary school
pageant for the Urdd National Eisteddfod in Ceredigion. Just over 150 primary school
children will take part in the show which will be performed this evening and tomorrow
evening in the pavilion on the Maes in Llanerchaeron. The show is based on the life and
works of T Llew Jones, the prolific children’s writer who died last year.

Dwynwen outlines the story:

“The story follows Marged, who has to go to bed without a story. Without a bedtime story,
how is Marged expected to dream and without dreaming, how can she use her imagination,
and without that imagination how can she play and make friends and communicate? Marged
meets Tomos Llywelyn, a character who knows full well where she can find a story, despite
his penchant for flying here, there and everywhere. Tomos leads Marged on a great
adventure to find the story as well as other children to play with — they play at being pirates,
gypsies, highwaymen and smugglers, all of which feature heavily in T Llew Jones’ work.”

The script and lyric writers are Cerys Potter Jones, Gareth James, Pete Ebbsworth, Eirug
Salisbury and Dwynwen herself. The music has been composed by a number of different
musicians from Ceredigion — Richard Jones of Fflach and Ail Symudiad fame, Meilyr Jones,



lead singer of Racehorses, Delyth Hopkins, Bethan Bryn, Meinir Jones, Rhiannon Lewis and
Dafydd Evans, a member of Only Men Aloud.

Both performances are sponsored by the Post Office and Principality. The Urdd has also
received a grant from the Arts Council of Wales to stage the show.
